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Objectives:  
The main purpose of this study was to analyse the relationship between the climacteric 
symptomatology and sexuality in middle-aged women (sexual function), and analyze the 
climacteric symptomatology and the sexual function in different climacteric phases. 

Results:  
Results indicated a relationship between climacteric symptomatology and sexual function. Results 
also showed significant differences between climacteric phases and climateric symptomatology, 
and significant differences between climateric phases and sexual function. 

Conclusions:  
Results from the correlation and differences  statistics were confirmed. Ulterior studies are needed 
to understand female sexuality  in the middle-age.  

 
 

Methods and Material:  
Two hundred climacteric women, between 40 and 64 years of 
age participated at this study. The materials used were: The 
Greene Climacteric Scale (GCS), and Female Sexual 
Function Index (FSFI). 
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
